JESUS LIVES ... THE VICTORY IS
WON!!!

Acts 10:40-43 - God raised up Jesus on
the third day and granted that he be
seen, not by all, but only by such wit-
nesses as had been chosen beforehand
by God - by us who ate and drank with
him after he rose from the dead. He
commissioned us to preach to the peo-
ple and to bear witness that he is the one
set apart by God as judge of the living
and the dead. To him all the prophets testify, saying that everyone
who believes in him has forgiveness of sins through his name.

Prayer: God our Father, creator of all, today is the day of Easter joy.
This is the morning on which the Lord appeared to men who had be-
gun to lose hope and opened their eyes to what the scriptures foretold:
that first he must die and then he would rise and ascend into his Fa-
ther’s glorious presence. May the risen Lord breathe on our minds and
open our eyes that we may know him in the breaking of bread, and
follow him in his risen life. Amen.

I Cor. 15:3-5 - Christ died for our sins in accordance with the Scrip-
tures; he was buried and, in accordance with the Scriptures, rose on
the third day; he was seen by Cephas, then by the Twelve.

= Whereas Christmas,

4 when the “Word be-
came flesh and dwelt
among us” may be
recognized as the
pivotal point of salva-
tion history, the death
Hand resurrection of

Jesus Christ is cer-
~tainly the climactic
moment in Humanity’s sojourn on earth. In the Paschal Mystery
(death, resurrection, ascension, and descent of the Holy Spirit), history
is once and for all changed - sin and death are conquered - the king-
dom promised for all ages is ushered into history - the CHURCH is
born.

In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth - all things he
created - man and woman he created. He created them in beauty and
goodness. They roamed the earth separated from God, but in search of
him, though he was always with them. The destiny to which history
would evolve began to unfold as God promised Abraham countless
blessings to be reaped by his descendants as a gift for his faith. Several
generations later a small band from among his descendants were taken
captive in Egypt. God saw their plight and was merciful.

Thus, in our Judaic rootedness we recall the initial Passover when our
ancestors were set free, liberated from their slavery in Egypt. Through
Moses, God led them into a promised land where they lived as God’s
chosen people. Sometimes they lived in fidelity to God’s law, but
often they were unfaithful to his covenant. When unfaithful, they
brought chaos and confusion on themselves.

The prophets foretold a new era - a new kingdom characterized by
peace - characterized by the defeat of sin and death. The new kingdom
would be ushered into history through a small group of faithful Jews
whose fidelity to God made possible the unfolding drama - the life,
death and resurrection of Jesus of Nazareth. It was Mary’s fiat - her
“yes” - which opened the door so that history might receive the long
awaited Messiah.

Ironically, he grew up in the midst of his people, thought they knew
him not. He was pure and reflected a God-likeness as was never be-
fore felt. In his teachings He asked only that dignity and respect be
extended to all God’s people - neighbor as well as enemy - the rich as
well as the poor - the healthy as well as the sick. Coupled with this
request was the command to love God with one’s whole mind, body,
and heart.

As he taught he healed. Compassion and empathy led him to raise
Lazarus from the dead, to heal Peter’s mother-in-law, Jairus’ daughter,
the demoniac, the deaf-mute and lame, the woman with henorrage,
and countless others. He forgave sinners. He promised to send the
Holy Spirit - he promised peace and asked that fear be dismissed
from the lives of God’s people.

In his love he exposed the greed and deceit in man’s heart. They could
not bear to hear his message or witness his deeds. The challenge was
too much so they silenced him, but only to release the real power that
embraced this man Jesus.

The drama unfolds further and history is changed. The Triduum (Holy
Thursday, Good Friday, and Holy Saturday) is our pass over from
slavery to sin and death - to the liberation characteristic of a God-
loving people. This is the Paschal Mystery and for this Christians have
been put to death - have shed their own blood in order that the gift
goes on.

Holy Thursday - Through the breaking of his body and the shedding of
his blood we are set free. Our food and drink for the journey is his
body and blood. The Eucharist remains a perpetual sacrifice - the
heartbeat of human history.

Before the Passover meal, Jesus had given the last of his instructions
to his disciples. He, their teacher and master, washed their feet and
after showing himself to be the servant of all, he said: “As I have
done, so you must do.” In other words, those who eat his body and
drink his blood cannot call themselves authentic disciples unless they
serve others in love.

In short, he taught us to love, to be the servants of all and gave us food
and drink - his body and blood - to sustain us on the way.

GOOD FRIDAY - Day two of the drama unfolds. Only hours after he
shared the passover meal with his apostles, he was arrested. Con-
demned to die a criminal’s death, he was stripped, flogged, had a
crown of thorns embedded into his skull and bore his cross to Gol-
gatha.

Darkness embraced the earth, the King was mocked as he was raised
upon the cross. His apostles fled in fear. His Mother, John and a few
women were there. Nearby, in the temple, lambs were being slaugh-
tered for the feast of Seder.

HOLY SATURDAY - On the third
day, after darkness had held the
world captive a strange phenomenon
emerged.

ALLELUIA, history is changed
forever. We have destiny - we know
where we are going. No more do we
live in darkness, he has taken the
sting out of death and crushed the
head of Satan. He was silenced, but is
victorious and sends forth his power

to all four corners of the world.

“Do not be afraid,” “Peace be with you,” “Receive the Holy Spirit,”
says the Risen Lord. The journey begun in creation passes throught
death into eternal life - from the cross to resurrection!

We walk with it in
procession, bring it home, perhaps weave it a bit, or balance it behind
a crucifix or picture. And all of this is good.

His new kingdom - shoulder to shoulder and heart to heart with Christ
- we will transform and change history! The evidence of Easter is here
and heaven begins on earth.

But before you leave the tomb - allow Him to go with you...and see
His image and likeness in your neighbor and yourself!

Today - let His Word through you help others experience RESUR-
RECTION!

And tomorrow He will invite you to RISE to eternal life!
