After the Civil War she became a peacemaker in her
attempt to heal the wounds of families
and friends that had been divided by
the war.

Anna Reeves Jarvis’ daughter, Anna
Jarvis, is credited with tireless letter
writing “that the work of peacemaking
and war against poverty that her mother
waged would not be forgotten.”

In 1914 Congress passed the Mother’s
Day resolution.
